This all has 
a knock on effect on the finances of the club, we 
have seen a turn around in fortunes this season and 
the committee has worked wonders and given a lot 
of unpaid time to do this for our great club. 

My plans? To continue playing as long as I can and 
remain involved in the leadership group for the third 
and fourth team. It is with regret that I simply no 
longer have the time to continue in the role. I have 
loved every minute (nearly) of it and hope I have left 
it in a stronger position. TRUFC is in my blood, as it 
was my father’s, and I hope my sons, who we have 
given a middle name in memory of my dad, James 
Keith Boniface. Here is to the next breed of Rangers 
and to the continued success of our club. 

Thank you to all those who have supported me from 
both committees and the wider team I have worked 
with, the coaches and players, family and friends 
and most of all Charlotte who put up with the many 
hours of rugby correspondence!
